DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES: 
 

 Provide young people from differing backgrounds and capabilities participating on 

the School Holiday Program with safe and efficient transport to and from activity 

locations 

 Responsibility to ensure the safety of all young people and staff travelling on the 

bus.
