In September, the City hosted walks in each  
of our 30 suburbs with ‘Local Convos’ that 
tap into locally-led knowledge and priorities. 
The walks in the Inglewood Ward helped the 
community connect, chat about local needs 
and identify priorities.

The City heard that community safety and a 
sense of community are important to Inglewood 
Ward residents, and that areas including 
libraries and local centres help to foster a sense 
of connection. 

We asked Inglewood Ward residents for their 
favourite thing about the local area and heard 
about Dianella Regional Open Space, local 
parks and green, open spaces. We heard locals 
also feel their neighbourhood is quiet and easily 
accessible to local shops and public transport. 

Improvements to Macaulay Park, Inglewood, 
started in September and works are scheduled 
to be completed by the end of 2024, with 
lighting to come in 2025. 

To help empower residents to ensure their 
homes are safe and secure, the City offers 
residents a rebate of up to $500 for eligible 
safety and security equipment installed on 
their property. Last financial year, 650 rebates 
were provided to City residents totalling 
$270,000. 
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The City recently completed a major outdoor 
pool redevelopment at Stirling Leisure – 
Inglewood. The state-of-the-art outdoor pool 
boasts spectacular facilities, providing a place
